
 

 

PROGRAM HIGHLIGHTS 
 
Counseling/Financial Assistance 
1,238 counseling cases, representing 8,943 people addressing issues such as: abuse, 
depression, anxiety, interpersonal relationships, mental and physical illness, marital 
conflict/divorce, bereavement, parent-child relationships, school behavior and 
social skills. 
  
156 cases, representing 1092 family members, received financial assistance to help 
cope with short term crisis situations due to unemployment, under-employment, 
high medical or utility bills, or other unexpected expenses. 
 

Community Based Social Work Services 
450 children, families and educational staff in the Jewish Day Schools and at the 
Jewish Community Center received services. 
  
71 Russian speaking older adults and adults with special needs received care 
management assistance while living at the William Seltzer Building, Henry & 
Gladys Crown Center and near the Pershing/DeBaliviere area in the City of St. 
Louis. 
 

In-Home Services for Older Adults and Adults with Special Needs 
180 individuals received a total of 37,784 hours of in-home services by JF&CS 
homemakers.   
 
154 individuals received assistance through the Volunteer Money Management 
Program in partnership with Lutheran Senior Services. 
 

Child Abuse Prevention Program 
698 presentations were made to 17,729 children, parents and teachers introducing 
personal safety skills and prevention information focused on keeping children safe 
from sexual abuse and exploitation. 
 
 
Harvey Kornblum Jewish Food Pantry 
2,681 families (representing 3,986 people) received more than 382,731 food and 
personal care items from the food pantry.  With support from the JF&CS 
Sponsors, 2,782 toys, books and gift items were distributed to 475 families (875 
children) through the Hanukah Hugs Project; and, more than 125 student 
backpacks filled with school related items were distributed to families through the 
Pencil and Paper Project. 
 
 
WINGS, Outreach to the Mental Health Community 
955 individuals participated in 41 planning/professional meetings, 22 educational 
events, 11 social/holiday events, and 1 major fundraising event for the purpose of 
improving the quality of life for adults living with mental illness and their families.
